Romero to minister in Malanday at
UPC MACF. 

On the last Sunday in September, we
were at our home church in Cebu.
Tom was invited to preach and there
were 19 Deaf in attendance. Seven
Deaf and 2 Hearing were baptized!

We planned a Deaf Awareness
Seminar in Mindoro for early October,
but typhoon Opong disrupted the
region. There was much damage and
power outages. As a result, we
switched our visit to UPC CEC in Cebu.

We were scheduled to teach at UPBI Bible
College from October 15-22, but a 6.9
earthquake hit Bogo City, Cebu on
September 30. There was significant
damage to the school, Bogo City, and
other areas of Cebu. We felt the
earthquake in our home but had no
damage. Students have been relocated
to UPC CEC in Cebu City. 

We thank you for all your support
allowing us to work with three churches
to provide some food, water, and other
supplies for the earthquake victims. 
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The second Sunday of October we
covered for Pastor Vic in Cebu.
